Pageant Contract – Page 1 of 2

1. By October 31, 2011, contestant must have reached her 13th birthday and shall not have reached her 16th birthday.  Upon request, contestants shall furnish proof of their age and identity by government issued identification.

2. Contestant must be a citizen of the United States of America.

3. Contestants must be a permanent resident of Clark County.  Contestant or parent/guardian may be asked to show proof of permanent Clark County residency via government issued identification or other documentation that may be required to determine residency.  

4. Contestants must be either a full-time student in an accredited public, private, or home schooling program.  

5. Contestant must have always been a female.  Contestant will not now, or have ever been married, divorced, or have had a marriage annulled.  Contestant will not now be pregnant, have ever been pregnant, nor be the adoptive parent of any child.  

6. Must be a person of good moral character and have not been involved at any time in any act of moral turpitude.  Contestant will not have ever performed any act or engaged in any activity or employment that is or could be reasonably characterized as dishonest, immoral, or indecent.

7. Contestant must not have ever been convicted of any criminal offense and there must be no criminal charges presently pending against her.  

8. Contestant is in good health and can to the best of her knowledge participate fully in the pageant and program activities.

9. Contestant does not use or consume any illegal controlled substances, abuse tobacco or alcohol or engage in underage use, or misuse other dangerous substances.  Contestant who takes a controlled substance must have obtained it with a valid prescription and it must be taken in accordance under the direction of a licensed health care professional.

10. Contestant must demonstrate good sportsmanship throughout the competition or will be disqualified.  Contestants will conduct themselves at all times with dignity, grace, and good manners.

11. Contestant must not authorize or commit to any person, firm, or corporation to use her name, photograph, or Miss Teen Clark County title, if selected, in connection with an endorsement to advertise any commercial product.  Contestant must not have any legal obligations that would prevent or limit her participation and appearances as Miss Teen Clark County in the year of service and will not participate in any press contact or any type of publicity without the written permission of the Clark County Fair Board (CCFB). 

12. Contestant agrees to not misuse social media (Internet, E-Mail, Facebook, MySpace, Twitter, etc.) before, during, or after the competition.  Misuse will result in disqualification or title revoked, at the discretion of the CCFB.

13. If selected as Miss Teen Clark County, the contestant agrees not to participate in any other pageants during her year of service without the written permission of the CCFB.

14. Past Miss Teen Clark County winners may not hold title again.  If a contestant has previously won another 2011 county fair pageant title, she is ineligible to compete.

15. Score sheets are property of the CCFB and will not be viewed by anyone for any reason and will not be distributed.  Judges’ decisions are final.

Pageant Contract – Page 2 of 2

16. The winner of the competition shall be designated “Miss Teen Clark County 2011” and shall be entitled to that title until her successor is named at the 2012 competition.  During this period, Miss Teen Clark County will be required to engage in travel and participate in personal appearances.  These activities are designed, scheduled, arranged and supervised by the CCFB.  Miss Teen Clark County is expected to participate in activities during the week of the 2011 & 2012 Clark County Fair and is encouraged to be actively involved in the community.  After the conclusion of the year of service, Miss Teen Clark County agrees to not wear the tiara and sash nor appear as Miss Teen Clark County for the purposes of advertising or endorsing any product, person, cause or service, unless she has received advance written approval from the CCFB.

17. Miss Teen Kentucky County Fair state pageant rules will be acknowledged and followed.  Miss Teen Clark County 2011 will participate at the state level in October 2011.  The winner agrees to look solely to the Pageant Director with all matters relating to the state pageant including, but not limited to, her application to enter the state pageant, preparation, rehearsal, performance, and selection of attire.  Should the winner be unable to participate, the first runner-up will participate in her place, or the next runner-up successor.  

The contestant agrees to abide by all rules and regulations of the Miss Teen Clark County Pageant described in the contract or through verbal communication of the CCFB, in the period before and during the competition and if selected as Miss Teen Clark County, during the year of service.  The contestant must meet each requirement for eligibility set forth in the contract.  The CCFB shall have the sole discretion to determine whether, in its judgment, the contestant may participate in the pageant.  

Therefore, by signing this application, contract, and attachments and submitting it to the CCFB for approval, the contestant agrees that all facts and representations contained are true and accurate.  The contestant understands and agrees that, at any time after she files this application, contract, and attachments, whether before or during the competition, or if selected as Miss Teen Clark County, if any of the facts stated should change, she has the obligation to report any such change verbally and in writing immediately to the CCFB.  Contestant understands that by failing to do so, the CCFB may, in its sole discretion, determine to limit or prevent participation in the competition or to terminate the year of service as Miss Teen Clark County.  If selected as Miss Teen Clark County and in the event she conducts herself in a manner unbecoming of the title, then the title, tiara, sash, scholarship, and any other prizes received will be forfeited to the first runner-up, or the next runner-up successor who meets the rules and regulations listed in the application, contract, and attachments.

Entry Fee & Sponsors
A $50 entry fee is required.  Sponsors are encouraged and will be announced while contestant is on-stage during pageant.  Sponsors will not be advertised in print or on the fair website.  Entry fee is due at orientation.

Orientation
Orientation will be held at the Clark County Extension Center on Thursday, July 21st at 6:00 pm.  Entry fee and all pages of the application must be submitted at that time.   Both contestant and parent/guardian must attend the orientation.

Contestants will have headshot photos taken at orientation. Dress appropriately with hair and make-up done prior to arrival.

Competition
Interview 34%

· 17 points – Appearance, Posture, Gestures, Smile, Eye Contact
· 17 points – Confidence, Quick Thinking, Personality
· Contestants will interview with a panel of 3 judges for 5 minutes and are not permitted to shake hands with the judges.  

· Contestants will wear pageant t-shirt provided, dark blue jeans (no holes), dress shoes (no athletic shoes), and choice of accessories.  

· Pre-pageant interview will be on the day of pageant at the Clark County Extension Center.  Be there no later than 4:30 pm.  Do not be late.  If something unexpected happens, call the Extension Center at 859-744-4682.

Opening Dance Routine 1%

· 1 point – given automatically for participation.

· Same attire as interview with athletic shoes.  Although the routine is low-impact, contestants should consider “movement” when selecting jeans and shoes.

On-Stage Introduction – Not Judged

· Contestant is only permitted to state name and contestant number during on-stage introduction.  Disregarding this rule will result in point deductions from casual wear competition.

Casual Wear 25%

· 10 points – Selection, Style, Proper Fit, Hair, Makeup

· 15 points – Confidence, Poise, Turns, Walk, Comparative Judging

· Attire should consist of any style blouse, Capri pants/dress pants, dress shoes/sandals, and may accent with accessories.  Jeans or denim, midriff blouses, flip-flops, skirts, and hats are not permitted.

Evening Gown 40%

· 15 points – Selection, Style, Proper Fit, Hair, Makeup

· 15 points – Confidence, Poise, Turns, Walk, Comparative Judging

· 10 points – Response to On-Stage Question 

Judging Guidelines
In the event of a tie, the highest combined interview score will determine the winner, followed by evening gown, and then casual wear.  Judges will not see the results prior to announcement of the Miss Congeniality award.  The Best Smile award will be determined by the judges.

Rehearsals
Gym clothes and tennis shoes should be worn.  NO FLIP-FLOPS ARE PERMITTED.  Contestants should bring all pageant shoes to practice in.  All practices are closed.  No one other than contestant is permitted in the facility during any practice sessions, unless otherwise approved by the Pageant Director.

Contestants must attend all rehearsals at the fairgrounds scheduled for:  

· Saturday July 23rd 2:00 – 5:00 PM

· Sunday July 24th 3:00 – 5:00 PM

· Tuesday July 26th 6:00 – 9:00 PM

· Thursday July 28th 6:00 – 9:00 PM – Dinner will be served.  Makeup and hair should be done prior to arriving at practice.  Wear your opening number attire for group photos.  T-shirts will be distributed that night.

If contestant cannot attend rehearsal, contestant must notify the Pageant Director in advance with valid reason for absence.

Dressing Room
On the night of the pageant, contestants should be in the dressing room by 7:30 p.m.  Please use the back door of the dressing room and remain there until the pageant begins.  (In the event of rain, contestants should use the front entrance of the building and enter the dressing room through the stage door.)  Contestants may have assistance initially to get their articles to the dressing room, but their assistance must leave immediately afterwards.  Contestants will not be permitted to leave dressing room during the pageant.  No one other than contestants and coordinators are allowed in dressing room during or after pageant.  NO MEN!

No duffle bags allowed.  All articles should be in a Rubbermaid container, labeled with your name.  Attire should be professionally pressed and appropriately placed on hangers, in a dress bag.  Make sure your name is on anything and everything that is yours. 

Gate Pass
Contestants will be admitted free through the fair gates, only the night of the pageant.  Rides must be paid for at the fair gate.  Contestants must park outside of the gate and carry their articles into the fairgrounds.  Look for golf cart transportation at the gate.  In the event of rain ONLY, contestants may drive into fairgrounds to drop off articles and then proceed back to appropriate parking lot.

Parade & Miss Clark County Pageant
Contestants will ride on the float in the fair parade on Saturday, July 31st.  Casual attire.  Lineup will begin at St. Joseph Church at approximately 10:00 am, with parade beginning at 11:00am.  Parents may pick up contestants at St. Joseph Church at the conclusion of the parade.

Contestants will also perform their opening dance routine during intermission of the Miss Clark County Pageant on Saturday, July 30th.  Contestants will be admitted free only through fair gates.  Contestants should be dressed in opening dance routine attire and sitting quietly in the reserved section of the audience no later than 7:30 pm. 

Pageant Tips
· Alterations – Practice walking in your attire and make sure it is appropriately hemmed – not too short or too long!

· Hair – Get it out of your face!  We want to see your beautiful smile without the distraction of hair in your face!

· Panty lines – You should have none nor should you see the color of your undergarments.

· Shoes – Do not “flip-flop” across the stage if you don’t have straps on your heels.  Learn to walk in your heels – Walk around the house, up and down the driveway, PRACTICE!

· SLOW DOWN - Be graceful and try not to swing those arms too much or bounce like a cheerleader.  Walk slowly!
